TRADE STUDY ON INDIAN BIORESOURCES
Biological resources form the basis of economic development and diversification in most mega diversity countries including India. Trade in bioresources, in particular, is emerging as a topic of importance in International Trade relations as biological resources in their diverse forms tend be concentrated in relatively few locations in the tropics. Harnessing the economic potential of biological resources and ensuring environmental protection and its sustainable management is a national as well as a global challenge. 
The National Biodiversity Authority (NBA) established under Section 8 of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 is an autonomous and statutory body tasked with the effective implementation of the three tenets of the Act, i.e. conservation of biological diversity, sustainable use of its components and fair and equitable sharing of benefits arising out of the use of biological resources. The NBA has identified the undertaking of a national level study on trade in bioresources so as to assess and quantify the economic value of biological resources as an important component for better implementation of the Biological Diversity Act.

Activities to be undertaken:
i.    Assess trade volumes and sources of materials of all the traded bioresources including plants, animals, marine resources and micro-organisms and assign Harmonised Systems Code / Taxonomic nomenclature in line with World Customs Organization-Harmonised System Classification and ITC-HS classification (Report);
ii. Record and enlist export/import of bioresources (at species level) based on Customs DTR (Daily Trade Return), Port data and DGCIS trade data (Report);
iii.      Review and assess trade policies in relation to bioresources currently in vogue in India and related revenues (Report);

iv. Assess the potential of trade in Indian bioresources in the global markets and make policy recommendations (Report);
v. Develop NBA product codes (ITC-HS) for notified bioresources (such as Normally Traded Commodities) in India with suitable incorporation of new fields of parts traded and sources of procurement (Report and data base).
